Canadian Professional Educator (CPE) Accreditation Program

The CPE comprises three parts that must each be completed by the applicants
· Ethics based commitment to professional standards
· Teaching hours
· Competency level

Ethics:

The ethics-based portion of the program requires applicants to successfully complete a short written examination based on the CAPE Code of Professional Standards

Teaching Hours:

Applicants must complete 1,000 hours of teaching experience to qualify

Competency Level:
The course consists of 10 modules, which takes 40 hours of class room time in total to complete.
Each of the modules can be taken independently and the course has been broken into five separate levels of two modules each.

Level One:


Module 1
Preparation and development of resources to support learning

Module 2
Designing training and development sessions
After completion of modules 1 and 2, the candidate receives a certificate of completion in the CPE “Foundation Level”.
Level Two:


Module 3
Teaching models

Module 4
Learning contracts
After completion of modules 3 and 4, the candidate receives a certificate of completion in the CPE “Process Level”.
Level Three:

Module 5
Identifying individual learning needs

Module 6
Learning domains
After completion of modules 5 and 6, the candidate receives a certificate of completion in the CPE “Competence Level”.
Level Four:

Module 7
Learning theories

Module 8
Evaluation of training and development sessions
After completion of modules 7 and 8, the candidate receives a certificate of completion in the CPE “Advanced Level”.
Level Five:

Module 9
Evaluation and development of own practice

Module 10
Assessment of candidate’s performance
After completion of modules 9 and 10, the candidate receives a certificate of completion in the CPE “Certification Level”.
Each level is designed to certification level of competence and does not need to be contingent on other modules. Educators are offered the opportunity to complete all five levels to reach full certification to the Canadian Association of Professional Educators standard.

Courses are available locally and the one-day training programs are designed to fit into individual schedules.  Once a level is completed it can be used for further certification without time limitation. Complete certification courses are also available consisting of a continuous 40 hour training class set for a one-week intense training experience.
